1). Eph 6:10 { Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His
might.

a). Eph 1:19 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us
who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 20 which He worked in
Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the
heavenly places, 21 far above all principality and power and might and dominion,
and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to
come.

b). What does our scripture from Ephesians 1 teach us about ‘the power of
His might’?

¢). Why can fruit worthy of the Kingdom only be produced in the spirit?

d). What connection do you make between producing fruit and the spiritual
warfare?

e). How would both of these be connected with walking worthy of our
calling?

2). 1Co 2:7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom
which God ordained before the ages for our glory, 8 which none of the rulers of
this age knew; for had they known, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.

a). Explain as fully as you can all that this scripture reveals to us.

3). If the kingdom under Satan is founded on pride what then is necessary on our
part to defeat his kingdom that the resurrection of Christ has made possible?

21 Do not be overcome by evil, but
overcome evil with good.
